the day. They don't get
food and get beaten
frequently. Many of the
boys run away from their
teachers fighting to

e survive on the streets.
For years we had a weekly program for
the kids until we started letting them sleep
on our base in September 2008. They get
dinner and breakfast, learn to read and
write in their language, and learn more
about Jesus. Those that want to get off
the street and live for Jesus are taken into
our house as our own Kids.
